The program’s purpose is to prevent summer learning loss in both academic subjects and the performing arts while strengthening students’ skills and readiness for the upcoming grade level.

OBJECTIVE 2: Provide a safe summer learning opportunity for children living in underserved communities.

OBJECTIVE 3: Increase proficiency in both academic and performing arts for the next grade level. 

OBJECTIVE 4: Increase exposure to the performing arts culture.

Morning Motivation:

During this time, camp leaders engage students in vocal and physical warmups through songs, chants, and structured movement activities. This period also allows performing arts and academic instructors to review and reinforce material covered on the previous day.
Team Building Session: 

During this time, camp leaders guide camp participants in team-building exercises. 
Academics Session: 

During this time, students will develop essential tools for academic success. The academic instructor will guide all camp participants through hands‑on Math and Reading activities designed to reinforce learning. All instruction and assignments are aligned to promote proficiency and readiness for the upcoming grade level.

Performing Arts Session: 
(Band Class)- During this time, the band instructor will introduce and cover scales, instruments, and musical instrument families. Students will be introduced to music from various genres of music, such as jazz, classical, etc. Students will also learn a musical piece for the upcoming production. Please note: All band students must bring their own instruments unless previously discussed.
(Dance Class)- During this time, the dance instructor will introduce camp participants to various styles of dance such as ballet, jazz, modern, step, pantomime, praise dance & hip hop.  Students will learn dance routines for the upcoming production. 
(Theatre Class)- During this time, the theatre instructor will introduce camp participants to various techniques of acting.  Participants will learn the basic elements of a production, such as acting, directing, design sets, lighting, costumes, sound, puppets, props, make-up, and playwriting.

(Vocal Class)- During this time, the vocal instructor will train participants on the proper techniques for singing.  The instructor will introduce the class to different styles of singing.  The instructor will teach a series of songs to the class in preparation for production night. 
Field Trip:

In our efforts to increase exposure to the performing arts culture, camp participants will take a field trip to a performing arts event or venue in the city of Houston.
Production Show:

As part of our commitment to fostering meaningful parental involvement, students will participate in a culminating performance at the end of the summer camp program. This showcase will provide an opportunity for students to demonstrate the skills and knowledge they have gained throughout their experience. Families and community members are invited to attend and celebrate students’ growth and accomplishments in the performing arts. Awards will also be presented to recognize student participation and achievement.

Facilities: 
Camp activities will be held at Fallbrook Church’s Community Center, located at 12512 Walters Rd., Houston, TX 77014. Sessions will take place in various indoor spaces throughout the church campus. Each day will begin with a Morning Motivation session and team-building activities, where campers will gather. During designated mealtimes, students will transition to the cafeteria. Afterward, campers will participate in a variety of academic and performing arts sessions held across the facility. Students will always be supervised by staff. We kindly ask that you speak with your child about the importance of respecting the facility and its property.

Contacting Your Child during Camp 

If you have an emergency and need to contact your child during the camp, call the Performing Arts Summer Camp Hotline at 346-268-9287. Please utilize the Performing Arts Summer Camp Hotline for absences, messages, and general information.  
Cell Phones and Electronic Devices 

Campers are not allowed to use cell phones, pagers/beepers, iPods, or other portable electronic devices during camp instruction time. 
What to Bring Every Day
Clothing and Shoes 

Daily Attire: Campers should arrive at the Performing Arts Summer Camp dressed appropriately for a full day of physical activity. Comfortable, activity-appropriate clothing and athletic shoes are required. Sport sandals, flip-flops, and open-toed shoes are not permitted.

Dance Attire: Students participating in dance classes must wear the tan jazz dance shoes. Dance shoes are available for purchase online (e.g., Amazon) or at local retailers such as Academy.

Personal Items: Parents and guardians are encouraged to review and keep an inventory of the clothing and personal items their child brings or wears to camp each day.

Lunch 
Lunch and Food Allergies: Although a free lunch will be provided daily, campers with food allergies are required to bring a packed lunch each day. All packed lunches must be placed in a clearly labeled lunch box or lunch bag. Camp lunches are provided by Preservation of Life Food Services, and a daily menu will be posted. Parents and guardians are encouraged to review the posted menu to ensure their child receives an appropriate meal.

Snack Bar: Campers may bring money to purchase items from the snack bar.

Arriving at Camp 
Check-in Procedures - Campers will be checked in at the Welcome Desk. Check-in will be conducted from 8:00 AM – 9:00 AM. The PASC staff are not available until 8:00 am. Be advised that we cannot be responsible for your child until this time. NOTE: Due to liability reasons, a child may be removed from camp if they have been dropped off before 8:00 AM. Upon arrival, the parent/child should check in with the Performing Arts Summer Camp staff at the welcome desk.  
NOTE: All campers must be on time to depart for field trips. Campers are not allowed to be dropped off at the field trip/event venue. 
Late Arrivals 

Checking your child in after 9:00 AM must be done with the approval of the Performing Arts Summer Camp administration. Please call the Performing Arts Summer Camp Hotline to arrange for your child's drop-off after 9:00 am.  

DEPARTING FROM CAMP
Early Departures 

Advanced notice must be given to the staff if a parent wishes to pick up his/her child before 3:00 PM. Please call the Performing Arts Summer Camp Hotline to arrange early check-out at 346-268-9287. NOTE: There will be no early releases while on the field trip. Campers must depart and return with the camp on the day of the field trip. 
Check-out Procedures 

Parents are required to sign out their child. Children will only be allowed to leave with authorized persons (Government-issued ID required). Check-out will be conducted from 3:00 – 3:30 PM.  We understand things happen, such as traffic, mechanical issues, etc. If this is the case, please call the Performing Arts Summer Camp Hotline at 346-268-9287 so we are made aware. 
Late Pickup (Aftercare Fee):
LATE ALL WEEK: $15 / per day (per child) for any child that cannot be picked up by 3:00 pm. 

LATE ONE TIME: $5 (per child) for any child left at camp between 3:30-4:00 pm, and an additional $1 fee per/minute after 4:00 pm.
Transportation to Camp Available
We are excited to offer transportation services from our afterschool location—507 N Sam Houston Parkway East, Suite 155, Houston, TX 77060—to our camp program for your convenience. If you are interested in securing transportation for your child or would like more details about schedules, availability, and fees, please contact us directly. We are happy to provide additional information and assist you with enrollment.

Summer Camp Souvenir 
Each camper will receive one complimentary Performing Arts Summer Camp T-shirt as a keepsake for attending camp. T-shirts will be distributed during the week of the field trip and must be worn on the day of the field trip. 
Personal Items and Electronics Policy
Cell phones, iPods, and other portable electronic devices are not permitted during camp instructional time. We kindly ask that children leave all items of sentimental or monetary value at home. This includes, but is not limited to, collector cards, handheld video games, and personal sports equipment. Any items deemed inappropriate for camp will be confiscated and securely stored until check-out. Please note that the Performing Arts Summer Camp is not responsible for any lost, damaged, or stolen items.
Meals and Food Policy
Breakfast, lunch, and snacks will be provided daily by Beyond the Lunch Box Food Services.

If your child has any food allergies or dietary restrictions related to the meals provided, we ask that you send their food in a clearly labeled lunch box or bag. Refrigeration will be available for stored items.

Registration and Payment Policy
Registration for the Performing Arts Summer Camp is now open! Please note that full payment of camp tuition is required by the first day of camp. Failure to pay the remaining balance by this deadline will result in your child being unable to attend. Space is limited, so early registration is strongly encouraged. Payments may be made by cash, Cash App ($SPAAHTX), or online at www.serenityarts.org.

Cancellation and Refund Policy
If your plans change and you need to cancel your child’s registration, a refund will be issued minus a $30 cancellation fee, only if written notice is received at least five (5) days before the start of camp. Once a child has attended and completed a full week of camp, no refunds will be issued for any remaining time, even if the child discontinues attendance. Additionally, no refunds or credits will be provided for any missed or absent days. All cancellation requests must be submitted in writing to the Performing Arts Summer Camp administration.
MEDICATION 
If your child requires any medication during camp hours, whether over-the-counter or prescription, please be sure to notify the Performing Arts Summer Camp staff in advance. Official documentation and proper authorization must be provided before administering any medication.

ACCIDENTS & EMERGENCIES 
In the event of an emergency or accident involving your child, emergency personnel will be contacted immediately as appropriate. Parents and guardians will then be notified promptly and provided with details regarding the situation, actions taken, your child’s location, and any necessary follow‑up care.

ILLNESS 
If your child becomes ill while at camp, parents or guardians will be notified promptly. As the camp does not have a registered nurse on staff, parents/guardians will be responsible for determining whether their child should be picked up. Please note that the Performing Arts Summer Camp administration reserves the right to refuse admission to any child who appears ill to protect the health and safety of all campers.

Discipline

The Performing Arts Summer Camp Staff provides children with guidelines for appropriate behavior and rules to follow while enrolled at camp. We encourage positive actions through positive reinforcement and close supervision. Our main goal is to keep the children safely involved in activities, so inappropriate behavior is limited. The following steps shall be followed if inappropriate behavior occurs. Special modifications may be made to adapt to a child’s needs. 

1. The child is spoken to privately in a firm but gentle manner regarding any unacceptable behavior.

2. If unacceptable behavior continues, the child is removed from the activity or area for a cool-down/timeout period until both the administrative staff member and the child feel the child is ready to return.

3. If the unacceptable behavior continues, the child’s parent will be called or spoken with before the child departs for the day. 

4. A Behavior Report will be completed and placed in the behavioral file any time a child receives a cool-down/time-out. 

5. If a camper receives three behavior reports during his camp enrollment, the camper's participation in camp can be dismissed.

6. An Incident Report will be filed when there is evidence that a camper has engaged in behavior that results in property destruction, injury to an individual, inappropriate touching of an individual, multiple behavior reports, or other inappropriate behavior is grounds for dismissal from camp. 

7. A child may be dismissed from camp without prior notice to the parents under the following conditions: 

a. A child engages in behavior that causes an individual to require medical attention. 

b. A child displays violent, uncontrollable behavior that puts others in the program at risk.  

** Behavior incidents will never be dealt with in a demoralizing, humiliating, or abusive manner. No child shall be subject to neglect, cruel, unusual, severe, or corporal punishment, including punishments which subject a child to verbal abuse, ridicule, humiliation, denial of food, use of bathroom facilities, punishment for soiling, wetting, or not using the toilet. 

** Verbal or physical abuse by a camper or by their parent is not allowed. Abusive language includes statements that are cruel, humiliating, ridiculing, bullying, and foul.
